Traffic Accidents: Causes
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During the last 15 years, in Argentina, 112.276 people died in traffic accidents. This means an average of 21 fatal victims per day. 95% of the accidents are produced because of human’s errors  while the other 5% are produced because of external factors, as climate, roads conditions and others. 
These are some of the principal causes of the traffic accidents in Argentina:

Human’s factors: 
· Driving under the effects of Alcohol or medicines.

· Making imprudent maneuvers.

· Overtaking in prohibit places.

· Crossing a red light or disobey a traffic signal.

· Driving the wrong way.

· Driving faster than allowed.

· Not turning the lights on, especially during evening, nights and foggy days.

· Crossing the streets in wrong places and playing in highways.

· Vehicles in appropriate conditions.

Mechanical problems, climate, and other factors:


· Fog, dampness, landslides, unstable zones, such as cornices, Road Mountains and icy roads.
· Traffic lights and railroad gates that do not work correctly.

Some of these accidents could be avoided if people keep in mind the next pieces of advice:
· The limits of velocity must be respected.
· Let the others overtake you if they are driving faster.

· Keep your windscreen wipers working at rainy days?
· Don’t drive if you drink some alcohols drink.

· Always use the safety belt.

· Keep your car and accessories in good conditions.

· Use the signals appropriately.

· Don’t drive too near to the car that is in front of you. 

· Use the appropriate lights at the night.

· Try to avoid distractions while you are driving.
· Don’t answer the phone when you’re driving. If you need to talk, stop.

Human Errors
Why are sometimes people so reckless while driving or walking in the public via?
The number of traffic accidents in a country depends of the respect for the rules that their residents have. In a large part of Latin America population has a pretty individualist behavior and, not knowing the rules, or deciding when and how respect them. 
The effects of alcohol driving
Alcohol is present in a lot of traffic accidents, especially in the most severe ones. The risk of suffering an accident is 20 times higher for a person who is drunk before driving. This risk grows according to the driver’s alcohol level in blood. A drunk driver react much slower to a critical situation than a person who is not in a influence of alcohol.  Alcohol tends to reduce eyesight and grow the sensitivity. Furthermore, drunk people easily lose the self control, becoming aggressive and irritable.  Their movements are clumsy. 
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
