There are a lot of car accidents all over the world. There are numberless causes, for example: bad signposting, reckless drivers, alcoholism, lack of markers, brightness, etc.

Many people lose their lives in car accidents, so public in general have to become aware of this matter. 
Argentina, has an averaged 35, 7% of the world crashes, it is a high number, but India is at the top of the global statistics. With a balance of 9,000 fatalities and 100,000 hurt people per year, traffic accidents outweigh the causes of death from cancer, AIDS or other diseases.

In addition to the human toll, the state loses 5,000 million dollars annually, and the contribution received for the maintenance of roads and construction of new routes is only 1,100 million, which determines a significant deficit.
Here in Argentina, exist many highways that need to be fixed and improved because they are poorly constructed and the building companies in charge of their construction made a lot of mistakes in the process. These highways have been constructed because routes were narrow and difficult to be driven fast. Of course, highways are bigger, longer, and safer than routes, but there are still unsafe for drivers. But everybody who is part of this society should not break the law and respect the signposting. While routes only offer one path to each way, dual carriageways (a.k.a highways) are very important, it has more ways to go and paths are separated by a strip of land, as a result, highways were constructed due to the fact that it gives safety, prevent more crashes. This distance prevents many accidents (head on collisions are the most terrible major accidents). So the law is trying to prevent a large number of deaths.
Despite all the problems presented by Argentinean roads and highways, Argentina is not the country with the high number of crashes and accidents. This is backed up by statistics that say that the countries that have the highest number of casualties by road accidents are:

The Stelvio Pass

Traveling to Italy, we found the Stelvio Pass Road Trollstigen
. This is at the tallest alphas mountain at Oriental Alps. This route connects the Stelvio Valtellina Pass to the Adigio y Merano valley. 
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Yungas Route

The Yungas highway is considered for a lot of people as, the most dangerous dual carriage of the planet. It is at the Bolivian Andes, at 3.600 meters sea level and it is surrounded by the deepest cliffs (some of them reach the 800 meters in depth). Through this narrow way it is a heavy traffic and it is a big problem when trucks and big busses cross together. Every year, between 100-200 persons die tumbling from these cliffs. 
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Tunnel of Guoliang Road, in China.
This highway passes through the Taihan mountains, and it was built by the local people (China Hunan). The construction of the tunnel that has 1200 meters long, 5 meters sea level and 4 meters wide, took more than 5 years and during it, some villagers died. It is considered one of the most dangerous highways of the region.
Atacama Desert Route 

This route has a critical characteristic, the never-ending straight ways of the desert. In this case, the danger is focused in monotony and exhaustion, that cause that people fall asleep or pay little attention with terrible consequences. On this particular road, one can find in the ditches dozens and dozens of "Animitas" which are small family mausoleums that are mounted at crash sites to honor and remember  family member who die in accidents.
